What does a
shipping agent do?
Freight agents do not take physical 
possession of the goods being shipped, nor 
are they legally responsible for the shipment. 
Instead, they offer a higher-level view to 
keep the shipper informed at all times. 

Freight agents also:

• Arrange the pickup and delivery of   
cargo shipments

• Expedite and route movement of shipments

• Analyze documents to determine accurate 
shipping costs and fees

• Utilize the shipper’s bill of lading (BOL)

What does a 
freight forwarder do?
Freight forwarders take physical possession 
of shipments and are therefore legally 
responsible for the shipment’s contents.

Freight forwarders also:

• Consolidate shipments with others being 
delivered to the same destination

• Store and warehouse goods

• Pack and label shipments

• Complete customs documents and prepare 
shipments for international transport

• Insure all shipments and goods

• Utilize their own BOL
